when the s tudents are npt to lind them­
selves in orne kind of trouble." 

Pre ide nt Brook pointed out tha t build­
ings of this nature were n nece ity to 
carry on for the women student the high 
s t. ndards of conduct which they had 
learned t home. Mor lity i nor learned 
in the. clas e , Doctor Brooks told his 
audi nee; it i obtained from a ociation, 

nd the new dormitory will be nothing 
more than • m. of bricks unles the right 
kind of a woman i placed in charge to 
¥.i ve the girl advice and morn) instruction. 
' It is to protect the lei urc hour of the 

girls of our land," Doc tor Brook aid.
