PAYMENT OF BILLS. 
It is prov,ided, by Ordinance of the Curators, t-hat no student be 

admitted by the President to the exercise:; of the University for any 
session, until he present a certificate from the Secretary of the Board, 
that his bill for tuition and contingeiicies has been paid in advance; 
_and that no drawback be allowed for absence in any case. 

DISCIPLINE. 
Records .are kept by the Faculty, exhibiting accurately the stand~ 

ing of' each student in scholarship and deportment. A low standing 
on either record will be followed by a private admonition, and notice 
of. the same will be given to the parent or guardian. Unexcused ab­
_ilence from a public examination, or continued delinquency, will sub~ 
ject the offender to degradation to some lower class, or to separa­
tion from the Institution. It is helieved, however, that a prompt 
and judicious co-operation on the pa,rt of parents and guardians, will 
relieve the Faculty from the necessity .of resorting to seve_re meas., 
urcs; and that the ends of good government may be secured by mean~ 
t hat will save the feelings and the character of the student. 

LEA VE OF ABSENCE. 
The arrangement of Vacation is such, as to render it qnite unn_e­

cessary, during sessi, n, for t,he students to visit their friends beyond 
the immediate neighborhood of the Univ,ersity, except for urgent 
and unforsecn reasons. _ The occasional loss of a day ,cannot fail to 
have an unravorable bearing on the intelle.ctual habits and standing 
of the student. It is hoped that parents and guardians will concur 
with the ;Faculty in their opinion of the inexpediency of granting 
leave of abs.ence in ordinary cases. 

The University of the State of Missouri w,.s chartered by the 
Legislature during the session of 18.38-9; and went iMto full opera­
tion under its present organization, on the first of January 1844; 
since which time it has been in successful operation affording to 
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llfudents tke ednoltional 11dvantages orclinarily enjoyed in institu• 
tions of the highe~t grade in lhe older States . 

The University Edifice,a spaciou~, tastef'ul and commodio111 buil­
tling, wu erected at ail expense of abont$85,000 by the liberality of 
the citizen• of the county ofBoone, in which the institution is lo­
eated. The aggregate subscription of the county was more than 
$100,000. · 

The annu al re·venue of the fostitution, excln~ive of fees for tui­
tion, is the increase.of a St:i.te fun:! of' $100,000, being tht.t proceed, 
4fthe sales of lands, don:1tec.l 'by Cong're# to the Slate, for Univer• 
sity purpose~. The princip:11 is well inHstec.1 and is , legally invio­
liible. 

The Faculty of Arts consi~ts or a President , who renders instrue­
tfon tr/ ethics, civil polity, con~tilutional ·and i11tnnational law, and 
Political Economy; a Prnl'es~or· of Math-ematics, N'atural Philoso­
phy aml Astronomy; A Professor of Menial Philosophy) Logic, 
Rhetoric, and Christian Evidences; a Prof'e'~sor of An01ent and 1-lodern L :111gnages; a Professor of the Physical sciences and a Tutor. 

Liberal appropriations will be n'llule for the annual increase of 
the Library. , The Laboratory and the Philosophical Chamber are 
,upplied with ample means fur experiment ancl illustratit1n. A col­
lection of rni11er,d s has been comme11ced with the prosprct of rapid 
and val11:1 bl e i ncrease. It is the intention of the Curators to i-up­
ply promJ t!y and lilierally those aid~ to instruction which m,)y be 
necessary to the eminenta111l pnma11e11t ust-fulness of 1l1e U11iver~i1y . 

Columbia, the seal of the l'11iversi1y, :rn<I lf .e seal of justice in 
Boone c, ,uuly , is situated near the ce.ulre of the State, twe!H miles 

north of the Mis·souri river. The town con:ains about 1000 inhab­
itants. It is cunfidently belieYed that no location in the interior 
combi nes more acl v'anl iiges for the sil e ofa literary In,titutiuu of the 
highest !):Tade. It is not surp,~ed in healthruh,e,~; in economy of 
livi11g; am! in those social, moral and religious it:fluences w l•i..:h am 
,onservali \'e of the charaeter of yo111<g men, and promoti,·e of good or­cler, , p11nd discipline anti inc!11strio11s l1abils of' 8tudy.
