The Missouri State Fair of 1950 has been the big-
gest and best attraction of its type since the World's
Fair of '33-'34. The grounds cover 125 square miles,
and Mr. William Etheridge, THE mathematician, has
roughly estimated that if an average man in an ordi-
nary suit of clothes were to enter gate #298,756 and
walk at the rate of four miles an hour for 24 hours a
day, it would take him 53.27 years to cover the entire
route. Up to date, 5,000,367,498.38 people have
passed through the 300,000 gates to the fair grounds.

The well-known New York critic, Mr. Robert Holli-
day, who has lately received so much publicity on his
review of the season's best seller, Why I Never Got
Married by Miss Rosellen Keller, Ph.D., M.D., LL.D.,
has declared this state fair the most outstanding
event of the ages.Therefore, we could not deprive our-
selves of the pleasure of visiting this gigantic,
colossal, and stupendous affair.

Entering gate #298,576, the first thing that




catches one's eye is the huge neon signboard listing
all the main features., A few of the most important

and interesting to be seen and heard are: The Corpulent
Lady--Miss Woodson, weighing 987.25 1lbs.; The Walters
and Camp Dancing Corps; Fashion Show, Mme. Bett Estill's
Columbian Styles; Miss Kitty Kurtz, lecturer on "The
Evils of Nicotine, Liquor, and the Effect of Late Hours
on Modern Youth"; The Moore Brothers; World-Renowned
Trapeeze Artists; Miss M. Hutchinson's Typing Demon-
stration--350 words m.p.h.; Mr. Hal Martin, The Slum-
bering Man--Asleep S8ince 9:2¢ A.M., Friday, May 3,1935;
The Reverend Howard Johnston, Opening a Series of
Lectures Advocating the Return of Prohibition.

The most interesting of all is the Relic Museunm,
which contains a very valuable antique collection, pro-
tected by Professor Geo. Palmer's great Detectum-Ray.
Among the most highly valued pieces, we found a queer,
obsolete model of the Terraplane, a type of automobile
now extinct. This antique is valued at ;500,000 and is
owned by the grandchildren of Mr. Ray Miller. There,
too, is the gown (by Estill) which Mme. Frances Logan
Yodoloo wore in her Metropolitan debut. In a sealed
case rests the famous violin which Arturo Irionney, the
famous Italian violinist, crosse& the road to fame
with. The oldest building in the world, the old Uni-
versity High School structure, holds an honored place
in the exact center of the Museum.

The modernistic buildings were designed and erect-
ed by the firm of Wiswall, Trombly, & iswall, the
great architectural business that received the com-
mission to erect the new 500-storied Atmospheronical
Merchandise Mart, owned by Adams, McQuitty & Jacobs.

Because of the past prosperous year, the business
manager, Mr. George Capps, has decided to make the
Fair a permanent institution. Mr. Capps attributes
his success to the excellent trcining he acquired while
managing the Tiger Claw of 1935. The State Fair Com-
mittee has arranged with Mayor S.S. Dickinson to keep
the fair in Columbia, the fastest-growing city in the
middle-west.
