H owever. rUing living costs h2\'e increased the cost 
of obtaining an «!ucaUon. and the mruunti,-c stu· 
dt.nt finds that it costs about $• ,•SO 1 ,.ear to anend 
the Uni\'ersity at Columbia. A majority of the stu· 
dents are aharing with their ~renu the rupon.sibilit)' 
or financing their education and a lew work their 
way through college Cl'ltirc:ly by their own cfforu.
