On the subjects of Organic Chemistry, Chemistry applied to 
Agriculture, Brande's Otganic Cl,emistry Jah. •iswn',y Agr:cultutal Chem­
try nre used as books of reference. 

MATHEMATICS AND ASTRONOMY. 

PROFESSOR FRISTOE. 

In this department are taught the Pure Mathematic,, }fixed Ma, 
thematics and Astronomy. 

PURE MA.TUEMA.T!CJI!. 

This embraces all the br11,nches of Algebra, Plane and Solid (¼ome­
t.ry, Plane and Spherical Trigonometry, with the application of the 
former to Surveying with the Compass and Theodolite, Levelling and 
the mPasurements of heights and distances, of the latter to navig~ 
tion and nautical Astronomy, Analytical and Descriptive Geometry, 
and the Differential and Integral Calculus. 

l\lIXEll )IATHE)IAT!CB, OR MlsCHA.~ICS. 

This embraces the doctrine of Forces, Statics, Dynami,Js, Theory of 
Machinery, the Pendulum and its uses, Figure and D-·,nsity of the 
earth, Li~w" of Gravitation, and the Construction of Hydraulic Ma­
chines. 

The subject of Acoustics is also studied at leugth, and likewise the 
various branches of Optics, including the construction and uses of 
Telescopes and :Microscopes. 

A.STRO!i'OMY. 

This embraces,first, Physical Astronomy, in which are discussed the 
most important propositions in Universal Gravitation, especially 
those relating to the solar system, Theory of Eclipses &c. 

Secondly : Practical Astronomy, in which are taught the uses of 
the instruments, with frequent observations on the Sun, Moon and 
Planets with the Telescope, and the determination of the Right As­
cemion and Declination of the heavenly bodies with the Transit Cir. 
cle, Altitude and Azimuth Instrument, and the Transit Theodolite. 
Also, the methods of finding Latitude and Loniitude at sea, and the 
local time from observlltions with the Sextant. 

The instruc~ion in this department is conveyed partly by a system­
atic study of approved text-books, assisted by full and frequent ex· 
planations by the instructor, and partly by familiar lectures. 

The progress of each student is tested by daily examinations, and , 
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by being required to solve original problem1 each week, especially in 
the Mathematics. 

In Mechanics the subject matter or ea.ch lecture i, illustrated by 
daily experiments. 

The 1'ext books used are Loomis' Algebra and Geometry, Loomis' and 
Pierce's Trigonometry, Davies' Descriptive Geometry, Church's or 
Smith's Analytical Geemetry, and Church's and CourtnaY'. s Calculus 

Silliman's Natural Philosophy with reference to Smith'a and Olm­
sted's Mechanics. 

Olmsted's Astronomy, with reference t.o Norton, Heraohel and 
others. 

OBSE!tVATORY. 
The Observatory, standing a few yards west of the Uni"Versity, con~ 

to.ins an Equatorial Telescope, by F1Tz of New York; a Sidereal Clook 
by STOKEL of New York; a Solar Clock by RrGGs of Philadelphia; a 
Transit Circle by BmJNNER of Paris , an Altitude and Azimuth Instru • 
ment by SIMMS of London, and a Transit Theodolite by GREGG of New 
York. Besides the foregoing instruments, the outfit includes a sex.­
tant, me:rcurial horizon, barometers and thermometers. 

FORUM :EXERCISES; RELIGIOUS, &c. 

At tb e first bell every morning, the Faculty and l!!tudents assemble 
in the forum of the University. At the second bell, the students 
take tb,eir proper seats, the Secretary of the Faculty passes over ._his 
roll in ,order to ascertain what students are abaent, and Religious 
servioes are performed by the President, Ol' other professors, by read­
ing a portion of the Holy Scriptures and offering prayer. 

One~, a month tho Faculty and all the students assemble in the 
forum for the purpose of attending to declamations and compositions. 
These exercises fall within the charge of the Professor of the English 
Language and Literature, who, in addition to hi~ own criticisms, in• 
vites I iis colleagues to make such comments as they may deem prop• 
er tot he occasion. All c0mpositions and original speeches that are 
partit .an in politics or religion, are expressly prohibited. 

A PPARATU!3, CABINET OF MINERALS AND LIBRARY. 
The Ou-rF1T of Instruments and other facilities for illustrating the 

priJ 1ciples of Natural Philosophy, Chemistry and the cognate branches, 
h1111 been increased by appropriations from year t-o year, and is now 
ve ry full and complete. 

The Cab'net, the nucleus of which was originally purchased from 
P. rof. E. H. Leffingwell, has been greatly augmented from time to 
time, and particularly by additions made by order of the General As• 

v;bly through P,of. G. C. Swallow, th, State Goologat. ~ 
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Yearly additions to the Cabinet will continue to be made during 
the progress of the Geological Survey. Its size and value at presenl 
are increaserl by many valuable specimens belonging to Prof. SWALLOW 
aAd Doct. N oRwooD. 

The number of specimens in the Cabinet is about 500,000. 
The LIBRA.RY is regularly improving, partly by purchases and pa.rUy 

by presents from the General Government of sundry valuable works. 
The number of Volumes in the Library of the University is about 
3,000 ; 1,he number of volumes in the Libraries of the two Literary 
Societies, is 1000; total number of volumes, 4,000. 

EXAMINATIONS,BONORS AND DEGREES. 
There are four ExnnNATIONS in the University : 
l. An ExAMI!U.TION of the new students is held at the beginning of 

the session, for the purpose of ascertaining their scholarship, and as­
signing them to the classes for which they may be qualified. 

On the occasion of these examinations, the Facult,y generally com• 
mend th& full course of st.udy to student! whose ag11 and means 
render such a. course advisable. 

2. An intermediate Ex.unYATION of all the classes, partly ora.l and 
partly in writing, is held about the middle of February. 

3. An EXAMIN.I.TlON of the SENIOR Cuss is held duri•g the second 
l'Veek in June, in order to determine what members are qualified for 
graduation. 

4. A general Ex:nnHTrox of all the other classes is held during the 
last week in June, for the purpose of ascertaining the progress of the 
students and deciding what students shall be promoted to higher 
classes. 

Each candidate for graduation is required to prepare a Thesis :­
Oration or Essay-which may be delivered on Commencement day, or 
not, at the discretion of the Faculty. The usual college honors, ap­
propriate to each o~ the firs / degroes, are awarded by the .Faculty 
amongst the gra.d.J;tes. 

The reg11lar degrees are B.tcHE:LOrt or Sc[ENCE, conferred upon those 
who satisfactorily pa.~s through :Lil the College Departments, but that 
of Ancient and Modem Languages; B.1.cm;r,oa of AitTs, upon those 
who thus pass through all the departments; and M.1.sTEROF AnTs, upon 
such A. B's, three or more years . after they obtain that first degree, 
as pursue some professional or literary calling. 

The Curatora can, of course, in :iddition to these, confer any of the 
usual Honorary Degrees and Titles. 

PUBLIC EXHIBITIONS AND COMMENCEMENT. 
The Exhibition of th& Junior class is held in the College Chapel, _ 1 

~====================================;~ 
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some time in the month of May, each year; and some years, the Lit• 
erary Societies give public exhibitions during the session. The com­
mencement takes place on the 4th of July; but when that falls on 
Sunday, it is held on the 3d of July. 

On this occasion the Curators, Faculty, students, and such citizens 
and strangers as a.re inclined to attend, assemble in the chapel of 
the University. Orations are delivered by members ot the gradua. 
ting class, and the exercises of the day are closed with the conferring. 
of degrees. 

DISCIPLINE, LEAVE OF ABSENCE, &::. 
The D1sc1PLINE of the University is intended to be mild and suasive, 

as far as circumstances permit. If, however, students manifest such 
moral obliquities as render them unworthy members of the body col­
legiate, they are returned to their friends without exposure, when it 
is practicable so to do; and it fa only in cardinal offences that the 
Faculty resort to public and exemplary punishment. 

When a student enters the University, the discipline of the Institu­
tion allows him a credit of one hundred merit marks, and he is 
charged on the record with such demerit marks as arise from misde• 
meanors, and neglect of college duties. When it is ascertained that 
his demerits reach twenty-five, he is admonished, and a letter of noti­
fication is sent to his parent or guardian. When the num,ber of 
demerits reaches fifty and seventy-five, the same course is pursued ; 
and when the number reaches one hundred, he i11 excluded from the 
Institution by the operation of law, which is rendered effective_ by an 
announcement ofthe fact by the President. 

When a student wishes to leave the University, either teruporarily 
or permanently, he should confer with the President, in order that 
charges for absence may not accumulate against him on the record of 
demerit. It is hoped that absences from the Institution for the pur­
pose of visiting friends, &c.; will be discouraged by parents and gua.r• 
dians, because such absences interrupt a student's progress, and greatly 
diminish the pleasure and profit of his literary pursuits. 

In all cases of withdrawal, written authorit.y from the parent or guar­
dian will be required ; and, as a very general rule, like authority will 
be required e,•en to obtain a leave of absence. Parents and guardiam 
are again urged not to encourage withdrawals; nor to permit them 
save for controlling reasons. 

LITERARY SOCIETIES. 
There are three Societies connecte(l with the University, viz : "The 

Athenrean," "The Union Literary," and the ''Society of Alumni." 'l'he 
Athenrean and Union Literary Societies have spacious and well fur- I 
nished halls in the University editic(", l\.n<l hold weekly meetin gs for i 
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improvement in debate, oratory and composition. At the close of the \' 
11ession they have exhibitions, which consist of original addresses and 
the conferring of diplomas upon such of their members as belong to 
the graduating class. 

The Society of Alumni is composed entirely of graduates of the 
University. It holds an annual meeting on the 3d of July, and is 
addressed in the college chapel by an orator, pr11viously seledted from 
its own body. 

The objects of this Society are the promotion of education, espec• 
ially in the halls of Alma Mater, the reunion of early friends and 
cola.borers in literary pursuits, and the revival of those pleasing asso• 
ciations which entwine themselves about academic life. 

GENrlltAL REMARKS. 
The Unirersity of the State of Missouri was chartered by the Legis• 

lature during the session of 1838-'9, and went into full operation under 
President Lathrop, on the first of January, 1844; since which time it 
has been in ilUCcessful operation, affording to students the educational 
advantages ordinarily enjoyed in similar institutions. Columbia 
College, which had been established near the same spot, was by the 
charter of the University made a branch of it and was merged into it-. 

The University edifice, a spacious, tasteful, and commodious bnilding, 
was ereeted at an expense of about $85,000, by the liberality of the 
citizens of Boone county, in which it is located. 

The annual revenue of the Instit,ution, exclusive of fees for Tuition, 
is the income of a State fund of $123,000, being the proceed1 of the 
l!lales of_ lands donated by Congress to the State for University pur• 
poses. The principal is well invested, and is legally inviolable. 

Columbia, the seat of tho University, is situated near the centre of 
the State, ten miles north of Providence, 011 the Missouri river, about 
twenty,.two from Centralia on the North Missouri Rail Road; and 
abeut thirty three from ,Jefferson City, on the Pacific Rail Road. The 
town contains about t.ifteen hundred inhabitants. It is confidently 
believecl that no location combines more advantages for the site of a 
literary institution. H is not surpaised in healthfulnes~, and in 
those social, moral 1md 1'eligious influences which1are conservative of 
the character of young men , and promotive of good order and indus­
trious habits of llltudy. 

'!'he U aiversity is easily accessible by ·the '. ri Vc'l' 1during:thelgreatet· 
par!, of the year. At the landing at Providence carriage, will always 
be in readiness to convey passengers to Columbia. To this point a 
plank rog,cl is ciompleted. There is also daily comnrnuication with 
St. Louis, and with most parts of the State by st11.ges, connecting with 
the North Missouri Railroad at Sturgeon and Centralia ; and with 
the ,Pacific Railway, at Jefferson City.
