A month of specialized graduate study should increase your
power to utilize more fully the ability and knowledge bought with
years of earlier study and experience. You will acquire new know-
ledge, broader vision and deep insight. You will become more ef-
ficient in the daily application of yourself, your training and your
facilities to the work in hand. This has the marks of a gilt-edged
investment opportunity.

The University of Missouri offers this opportunity during its
1949 Special Summer Session for professional workers in agri-
culture and home economics, June 13 to July 7. The curriculum
includes ten courses designed to meet the needs of instructors in
vocational agriculture and home economics, extension specialists,
county agricultural agents and county home agents.

In all these courses the student will share the discussions with
fellow workers in his own field and in closely related fields. The
work will be in charge of teachers of national experience, as well
as Missouri University faculty members. Added to the subject
matter will be the rich interchange of experience and philosophy
between teacher and class and between individual students.
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GRADUATE DEGREES

Degree Master of Arts With a Major in Agricultural Extension

The University of Missouri offers the degree of Master of Arts
with a Major in Agricultural Extension to graduate students who
are now engaged in Cooperative Extension work in Agriculture and
Home Economics in the several states or who expect to enter this
field.

Graduate study leading to this degree is conducted under the
immediate supervision of a committee of faculty members who
are best acquainted with the particular field and interests of the
individual. This committee, appointed by the Dean of the Graudate
Faculty, will assist the candidate in preparing a course of study
which meets his particular needs.

Any student wishing to become a candidate for the Master of
Arts Degree must fill out, in consultation with his committee, upon
a blank provided for this purpose, a full statement of all the work
he proposes to offer for the degree and must present it to the Dean
of the Graduate Faculty not later than one month after registration.

Degree of Master of Education

Teachers of vocational agriculture who are interested in grad-
uate work may choose to qualify for the Master of Education degree
in preference to the Master of Arts degree.

The equivalent of two semesters of sixteen weeks each devoted
to advanced courses of study is required for the degree of Master
of Education. This requirement may be met in part by correspond-
ence work, extension center work, field work under the direction
of a resident University staff member, or by credit earned in the
graduate school of another institution of recognized standing. A
maximum total of 8 hours of work taken off the campus may be
credited toward the degree,.

Over and above the prerequisites, a program of studies com-
prising at least 32 semester hours of work approved for graduate
credit, sixteen of which must be in courses numbered 400 or above,
must be completed. The program must include not less than 16
hours of graduate courses in education, The program may con-
sist entirely of courses in education or may be made up in part of
courses from other departments selected to fit the professional
needs of the candidate.

PROCEDURE FOR REGISTRATION

If you have not been enrolled in the University of Missouri
since September 1, 1947, it will be necessary for you to make ap-
plication for admission and request for permit to enroll. If you
have been enrolled in the University of Missouri since September
1, 1947, only a request for a permit to enroll will be needed. Ap-
plication for these forms may be made by writing to:

Graduate Students - I the school you last attended was not the
University of Missouri, transcripts from the school granting your
Bachelor’s degree and from schools in which you have carried
graduate work should be submitted to the address given above.

Your enrollment will be expedited if these transcripts are sub-
mitted at an early date, preferably when application for admission
is made.

Undergraduate Students - If the school you last attended was
not the University of Missouri, apply for a high school transcript
blank. Take or send this blank to your high school principal for
certification of your record and have it returned directly to the ad-
dress given above. If you have completed any previous college
work, we must also have an official transcript of that record.

Veterans - Veterans wishing to enroll under a Veterans Edu-
cational Benefit Plan will be affected by one of the following con-
ditions:

1. If you have not been enrolled at the University of Missouri
under Veterans Benefits at some previous time, you should
carry your certificate of entitlement with you at the time
you enroll,

2. If you have attended the University of Missouri under Vet-
erans Benefits and have had no intermittent G.I. Training
you will not need another certificate of entitlement.

3. If you have had training under Veterans Benefits since your
last enrollment at the University of Missouri, you must
bring a supplemental certificate of entitlement with you at
the time you enroll,



Registration for the Special Summer courses will be completed
in Room 122, Waters Hall, Monday, June 13. You should have your
permit to enroll with you. Classes start June 13 and end July 7.

Those attending the regular summer term of eight weeks must
register June 9. Classes for the summer term begin June 10 and

end July 30.

The library, hospital and incidental fee for the four weeks ses-
sion is $14.00. Small laboratory fees are charged in certain cours-
es. There is no non-resident fee for graduate students enrolled in

graduate courses.
