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Mephistopheles brings
Mneaven and hell 

MF to Jesse
The New York City Opera National 

Company brought fire and magic, 
hell and damnation to Columbia 
Tuesday night with its powerful 
performance of Gounod’s classic 
opera, Faust.

The audience, however, reacted 
as if it had been offered warm 
beer and cold pizza.

The sold-out house began to 
empty at the first intermission, 
and by Act III, Scene I, the trickle 
turned into a flood, leaving scores 
of unoccupied seats. While the 
performance deserved at least two 
curtain calls and a standing ova­
tion, the would-be opera-goers 
walked out of Jesse Auditorium 
while the performers were taking 
their final bows.

The New York City Opera National 
Company gave a vivid and magnif­
icent performance. The audience 
gave a performance paralleling the 
company’s in rudeness, insensitiv­
ity and bad taste.

Since Faust revolves around a 
theme familiar to almost everyone, 
the audience could not have been 
unprepared; its behavior remains 
a mystery.

Dealing with the struggle between 
good and evil, heaven and hell, 
and temptation and black magic, 
the story has been around in the 
form of legends and folk tales as 
long as the Old Testament.

“(The themes surrounding) the 
supernatural, the return to the 
feeling of religion and the very act 
of turning to (Satan) make it a very 
romantic theme,” UMC musicolo­
gist and audience-educator Michael 
Budds said. “There’s the sensual­
ity connected with love and Faust’s 
search for knowledge, which was 
another popular theme among

Europeans in the 19th Century.” , 
In literature, theater and for 

puppet-plays, about 30 authors 
wrote about Faust in the 19th cen­
tury. Charles Gounod took the 
material for his opera from the 
lyric poem Faust, written in two 
parts in 1808 and 1833 by Johann 
Wolfgang von Goethe. Budds cites 
Goethe’s poem as the most popu­
lar and possibly the best version of 
the Faust legend.

“Although Goethe’s philosophi­
cal setting had a powerful influ­
ence on comtemporary artists, 
especially composers, it must be 
understood as a part of a general 
concern,” Budds said. “At least 28 
other authors published works on 
the same topic during those years 
he prepared his text. In the sphere 
of music, it is not coincidence that 
a number of banner carriers of 
Romanticism — Schubert .

Schumann, and Wagner — con­
tributed works of art to the tradi­
tion. The most popular musical 
setting is, perhaps ironically, the 
one by Gounod, the devout French 
Catholic.”

While it is now popular, Budds 
said Gounod’s opera was not nearly 
as accclaimed when it premiered 
in 1859 at the Theatre Lyrique in 
Paris.

“Early on, it was judged too 
modern, later it was found too 
bourgeois, later still too vulgar, 
too facile, too superficial, too sen­
timental,” he said. “Changing tastes 
notwithstanding, Gounod’s setting 
has'always suffered from compar­
ison to Goethe’s metaphysical mas­
terpiece. No matter who makes It,' 
such a comparison is an unfair 
one.”
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Keith Olson as Faust
Gounod’s opera focuses only on 

a section of Goethe’s poem. It 
opens on a despondent Faust ready 
to commit suicide when Mephis- 
topheles, (the devil) stops him by 
offering youth, knowledge and the 
beautiful maiden Marguerite. Meph- 
istopheles tells Faust he will be his 
servant in life if Faust will be his 
servant in hell, but after the deal is 
struck, Mephistopheles uses Faust 
to tempt the souls of soldiers, vil­
lagers and Marguerite.

Overflowing symbolism contri­
buted in large part to the power of 
Tuesday’s performance. In one 
scene, Mephistopheles reaches 
through Marguerite’s arms to grasp 
Faust; in another he lights his 
hands oh fire. Although he suc­

ceeds in bringing misery to the vil­
lagersand Marguerite, he ultimately 
fails when she refuses to leave pri­
son with them and repents her 
sins with Anges Purs, Anges Radi- 
eux thundering in the background.

Beverly Sills directs the com­
pany, so it comes as no surprise 
that the singers gave an outstand­
ing performance. Craig Heath Nim’s 
(Mephistopheles) smooth baritone 
and exciting performance filled 
Jesse with a sinister aura every 
time he appeared on stage. Throw 
in the sweet soprano of Randi 
Marrazzo (Marguerite), and the 
production was as eerie and awe­
some as it was charming and 
beautiful. The company gave the 
audience an unforgettable show.
