; the Legislature <luring lll'e session of 1838-'9, and went into 
i, . l full operation under its present organiz:ition on the first of. 
l January, 1844; since which time it has been in successful 

l o;·.eration, a!f,,rcling to Students the educational advantages 

j ordinarily enjoyed in similar in<ti!utions. 

I{ The U11iversi:y EJitice, a spacio11s, tasteful and comm~di­

ons building, was erected nt an expeme of about $85,000, by 

the liberality of the citizens of the county of Buoi,e, in· 

which it is located. 

The ::nnual revenue of tl:e lnsti:ution, exclush·c of fees 

for Tuition, i:1 th,! income of a Stale fund of $100,000, being 

the proceeds of the s ,iles of bnJs, donated by Congress to the 

State, for University purposes. The princip:il is well in­

vested and is legally inviolable. 

C ,Jlu :nbb, the se:it o[ the University, is ~itn1ted near the 

cenlrr or the Slate, ten miies nor:h of ProviJence on the 

Missouri river. The town contains auout twfih·e hundred 

inhauitants. It is conlidently believed thut no location com­

bines more :,dvant:,ges for the site of a Literary Institution. 

IL is not surpassed in health!'ulness; and in those social, mor­

al and religious influences which are conservative of the 

character or young men; and promoti\·e of go.;d order and in­

dustriou~ habits of study.
